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PART I: ABOUT YOU

Your Personality Profile is based on your full name at birth, your current name, and your date of

birth. Your full name tells us who you are; think of it as your numerology-DNA. Your date of birth

reveals your path and the patterns of your personal growth. 

We start this report by looking at the most important numbers derived from your full name to throw

light on who you are as a person.

HOW YOUR NAME NUMBERS STACK UP

Haf, we begin by taking a quick snapshot, a look at the influence and meaning of the three core

numbers derived from your name. Your Expression number is the sum of the value of all the letters

in your full name at birth. Your Heart's Desire is the sum of the vowels. Your Personality number is

the sum of the consonants. These three numbers are closely linked and influence one another.

All the numbers derived from your name reflect YOU. They are a blueprint of your talents,

shortcomings, character traits, and other qualities. You should realize that this is a limited

perspective. Later chapters focus on the challenges and opportunities you will encounter on your

path, and attributes you may acquire as time passes.

This first chapter is like a glance from a distance, followed by three chapters that explain the

meaning of each number in more detail. We will gradually build a more complete picture of the

complex and unique individual you are.

Your Core Name Numbers are 9, 1, 8

Haf, sometimes the gap between core numbers is as telling as the numbers themselves. Hidden in

the 9 Expression, 1 Heart's Desire, and 8 Personality combination we find a gap of 7 (8 minus 1).

The traits of the 7 reflect a main challenge in your life. It inspires the search for inner growth, the

need to know, and the ability to see beyond the obvious. Satisfy this need, and you will find it

easier to reach the goals you set for yourself.

Another remarkable aspect of this sequence is the opposite attitudes about material success held

by the 8 Personality and 9 Expression. The 8 is highly motivated by financial success. That is its

nature, and you have been given a healthy dose of it. The 9 is the exact opposite. The 9 attains

financial success (normally) by ignoring it as a motivator. It should not make choices based solely

on financial reward. Since your 9 Expression takes a more prominent place than your 8
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Personality, you would be better off letting your idealism, your dreams, and your desire to do

something worthwhile, take precedent over money and the promise of success as a main

motivation.

Still, there is an obvious contradiction between the 8 and 9 that can cause some doubts and

internal strife. Fortunately, your 1 Heart's Desire also influences your core numbers, with a much

simpler and more decisive approach. The 1 acts. It does not sit around to over-think. A 1 here

conveys to others that you are bold, independent, and goal oriented. Let the drive, ambition, and

leadership qualities of the 1 guide you in your professional life, and you will do well.

Your 9 Expression strongly influences your talents, career options and productive life. The 9

indicates you have the ability to interact with people from all walks of life. Tolerance, empathy, and

idealism are characteristics of this number. It would be ideal if those qualities were part of your

professional life.

Art, and especially design (architecture, fashion, interior design, graphic art, etc.) are also qualities

typical to the 9. If you choose that direction, you should work towards starting your own business,

something strongly supported by your 1 Heart's Desire.

On a personal level, you will find that you need a strong, decisive partner in your life. It is quite

likely you enjoy the challenge of someone who opposes you at times (even if they sometimes

frustrate you). You make friends easily but should be mindful not to drop them too quickly - a trait

typical to the 1 and 8 combination. The 1 can also be a little egotistical, so watch for that.

Now let's look at each of your core numbers individually.

THE EXPRESSION

Your Expression number, calculated from your full name at birth, reveals the orientation or goal of

your life. Some numerologists refer to this as your Destiny number because it represents a lifelong

target at which you are aiming. Thus, the Expression number, to some extent, reveals the person

you aim to be.

Your Expression is the most influential of the three characteristics that make up who you are. It is

also the number with the most influence on your choice of career, although other aspects are

important as well.

Your Expression is 18/9

make a better world. You are extremely idealistic, sometimes to the point of being naive

about people or methods. You have great compassion and seek to create a more humane

society.

You are willing

to sacrifice in order to advance your cause. Indeed, this seems to be a theme in your life. From time to time,

you find yourself involved in a project whose very life depends upon your willingness to sacrifice something

that relates directly to your ego.

This is why we find

many geniuses with the 9 Expression. You have the ability to synthesize many diverse bits of knowledge

into a unified whole.

Despite the cool and distant

personality, you project, people are attracted to you.

THE HEART'S DESIRE - PERSONALITY BRIDGE

A Bridge number is based on the numerical difference between two closely related aspects in your

chart. It is the gap you need to "bridge" in order to create a more harmonious bond between the

two areas.

The following Bridge number connects your Heart's Desire and Personality numbers. It suggests

things you can do to help your deeper self to align more closely with your personality; the "outer"

you that is apparent to others. 

With a little exaggeration, you could say that your Personality number is somewhat like your mask;

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PART III: YOUR PATH AND YOU

As you learn more about yourself, you may begin to recognize traits you were previously unaware

of.

THE LIFE PATH - EXPRESSION BRIDGE NUMBER

This Bridge has the potential to "close the gap" between the Life Path and the Expression

numbers. The chapter explains how you can make your talents, strengths, and specific abilities

(your Expression number) more readily available and fitting to your goals and personal growth.

Your Life Path - Expression Bridge number is 6

This bridge number asks you to consider changing a few priorities. Your 6 Bridge connects

your Life Path and Expression. This suggests that while making decisions that affect your

professional life, you tend to favor other people's goals over furthering your own career. In

other words, a little less sacrifice and a little more focus on your own goals might produce

a better balance.

MATURITY NUMBER

Your Maturity number indicates an underlying wish or desire that gradually surfaces at around age

30 to 35. A direction begins to emerge as you gain a better understanding of yourself. With this

self-knowledge comes a greater awareness of who you are, and the direction you want to set for

your life.

Your Maturity number is 12/3

As you mature, you will find yourself becoming increasingly extroverted and optimistic

about your future. Your self-expression and creativity improve markedly. You may become

inspired to take up some type of artistic endeavor, such as writing, acting, or music, if you

are not already involved in one of these areas.

Your ability to communicate will substantially improve. You are naturally more fluent and may find yourself

dressing with a certain flair. Be careful not to fall victim to superficial appearances or chasing after glamour
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and extravagance.

With a 3 Maturity Number you can look forward to a pleasant and social latter part of life. Your attitude will

be increasingly positive, and your popularity will rise.

If you already have several 3s in your chart, especially in your core numbers, you may tend to scatter your

energies and take your responsibilities less seriously. If you have few 3s, or are missing 3s entirely, you will

experience a great relief from the tension and seriousness of life. You will be more relaxed and capable of

enjoying life.

The 3 Maturity Number is a blessing in the latter part of life. It promises enjoyment, close friendships, and

much happiness.

PERIOD CYCLES; YOUR FIRST PERIOD CYCLE

Like most stories, there are three distinct stages of your life. Your First, Second, and Third Period

Cycles come from your month, day, and year of birth respectively. Together they form the

foundation of your Life's Path.

The First Cycle begins in childhood and lasts through your late 20's. It's a quest for knowledge and

identity while you cope with the powerful forces that are present in your environment. These forces

include your parents and the socio-economic conditions of your family, for example. 

The Second Cycle covers the middle period of your life, bringing about the slow emergence of

your individual and creative talents. This cycle begins in the early and mid-30's while struggling to

find your place in the world. The late 30's, 40's, and 50's, bring a greater degree of self-mastery

and influence over your environment. 

The Third Cycle starts approximately age 55, and represents a flowering of your inner self as your

true nature comes to fruition. It is during this period that you have the greatest degree of power

and self-expression.

Your First Period Cycle runs from birth until your mid 30's.

Your First Period Cycle is 1 and lasts until age 33

The first part of your life, through your late 20's or early 30's, is a period of much intensity.

When the 1 dominates, it requires fortitude, courage, and flexibility. You are forced to use

every one of your talents to achieve individuality and independence. This is a period of

integration and focusing on your life's dreams.

Your ability to stay the course is repeatedly challenged, but adequate resources become available to assist
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you. Resilience, independence, and fortitude are required. As you strengthen these characteristics, they

become an integral part of your personality and help you to emerge stronger for it. This cycle marks a time

of progress in your development.

SECOND PERIOD CYCLE

Your Second Period Cycle runs from your mid 30's until your late 50's.

THIRD PERIOD CYCLE

Your Third Period Cycle covers the later part of your life, starting in your early 60's.

Your Third Period Cycle is 1

The latter part of your life will likely find you in a position of leadership. You act rather

than react; you are an instigator, a self-starter. You may move in a new direction during

this period. You will need to be proactive to overcome obstacles. Courage, self-confidence,

and perseverance (more than the support of others) will be required to reach your goals.

Many people become less active or involved when they reach their later years; you experience renewed

energy and drive. This is a period of integrating different aspects of who you are and focusing on your life's

dream. The people who are close to you may suggest slowing down, but you are meant to make your greatest

advancement later in life.

PINNACLE CYCLES; YOUR FIRST PINNACLE CYCLE

Although Pinnacle Cycles and Period Cycles are both derived from your date of birth, they differ in

the way you experience them. Period Cycles, described above, reflect internal stages of growth.

Pinnacle Cycles represent the external influences you encounter in life.
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Pinnacles reveal general conditions and events you experience during each period, such as your

environment, social conditions, relationships, and changing circumstances. Pinnacles reveal how

you might respond to these influences and how they will affect your ever-evolving personality.

The transition from one Pinnacle to the next is usually strongly felt. You begin to feel the transition

from one Pinnacle to the next approximately two years in advance.

You may want to hide from the tumult of life, or from difficult situations. This may tempt you to color the

facts in order to protect harmony. Be careful of this tendency, because it often backfires.

You have an eye for precision and detail. Your taste in all aspects of life is enhanced and you possess a

certain class that others admire. If you make the most of these qualities, your appearance is considerably

improved, making you both attractive and graceful.

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PART IV: SPECIFICS ABOUT YOU

Although the following chapters deal with less dominant aspects of your chart, they are more

narrowly defined and specific in the ways they affect you.

THE RATIONAL THOUGHT NUMBER

Your Rational Thought number comes from combining the sum of your birthday number with the

sum of your first name. It reveals the style or process you use when making choices or considering

a problem. Are you a structured, logical thinker or do you ponder a question in a creative, abstract

manner? Do you daydream or stick to deductive reasoning? 

Your Rational Thought number suggests the general approach you take in your thought process.

Your Rational Thought number is 1

You are an independent thinker, original, and not easily influenced by others. You tend to

pursue a line of thought stubbornly, and you can be dominating in intellectual discussions.

THE CORNERSTONE

The first letter of your first name gives an additional indication of your character, particularly in the

way you approach opportunities and obstacles.

You respond to emergencies by looking for support from friends and family. However, life

will force you to confront these occurrences until your learn to use your own power. You

will search early in life for a lover and partner to depend on. You may marry an older

person who can offer you some security and protection. 

You have to guard against extreme depressions and control your tendency to blow emotional experiences out

of proportion. You have to discriminate more in your choice of friends. The key to your success lies in your

finding a well-defined goal to focus on. This has the effect of bundling and directing your energy, making it

possible for you to achieve very impressive results.

PLANES OF EXPRESSION; THE PHYSICAL PLANE

The Physical Plane represents the physical letters in your name.

You do not have any letters on the Physical Plane.

THE MENTAL PLANE

The Mental Plane is based on the mental letters in your name.

Your Mental Plane of Expression is 9

Haf, your thinking goes naturally to large scale endeavors. You are concerned about the

general well-being of society and have a long-range perspective.

You are highly compassionate but somewhat impersonal in your relationships with others.

It takes a long time for people to get to know you intimately. At the same time, you give

your energy unselfishly to worthy causes and earn the respect of people for your commitment.

You are romantic and possess a touch of the dramatic. You are likely attracted to public service, or the

theater, either as a benefactor, actor, or writer. You have a broad view of humanity and can deal effectively

with people from all walks of life. You have little if any prejudice.

THE EMOTIONAL PLANE
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It is not uncommon for a person to have a name dominated by emotional letters.

Your Emotional Plane of Expression is 27/9

You love the many and want to dedicate yourself to the service of those less fortunate than

yourself. You are willing to make great sacrifices for a worthy cause, and in fact draw

enormous satisfaction from knowing that your life has made a positive difference to others.

Conversely, you have difficulty in one-to-one relationships, especially relationships with

the opposite sex. You are viewed as impersonal and sometimes a bit aloof. You can also be hard to get to

know. You are a person possessed by your dream and have trouble with relationships that are not an integral

part of that dream.

THE INTUITIVE PLANE

A name dominated by Intuitive letters is extremely rare. It is, however, not at all uncommon not to

have any intuitive letters.

It is not uncommon to have no Intuitive letters in your name. This doesn"™t mean you are

not intuitive but that you have a more difficult time to access your intuition.

Your Minor Personality is based on the consonants of your current name and reflects, at least to

some extent, how you think, or hope, others might perceive you.

You are a stimulating person. You brighten social gatherings with your fresh and original

ideas. Your conversation tends to be sprinkled with novelty and wit. You have a quick

tongue and charisma. You are probably an excellent salesman. There is a lot of nervous

energy within you looking for an outlet. You love your freedom and you see this life as an

ongoing adventure. You are upbeat and optimistic. 

You are a little irresponsible and quick in satisfying your sensual urges. You are attractive and that, coupled

with your innate ability to promote yourself, makes it easy for you to satisfy your desire for new and exciting

relationships.
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
